Imagine
walking into the convention center and seeing
10 acres of landscapes and displays with full
sized trees and shrubs in bloom, all types of
local and exotic flowers and orchids, lush
lawns, fountains, and other garden goodies
while it is still freezing outside.

There are also individual displays and
competitions in more than 500 artistic and
horticultural classes and 150 vendors, including
lots of orchids. Plan to go to a large- scale
flower show sometime – several large cities
besides Philadelphia host them. You won’t be
disappointed.
